A ticket includes admission to all exhibitions and demonstrations, aswell asa
second day free return to the Fair. This year, visitors can purchase tickets in advance on the League’s
website, www.nhcrafts.org. Thisis agreat way to avoid the long ticket lines at the Fair gates. Tickets that
are purchased on the L eague website after July 26 will be available for pickup at any ticket gate.
Advanced discount tickets for $8.00 are available at the New London Chamber of Commerce at 338 Main
Street.

Parking is free and childcare is available on site at $2 per hour. Picnic areas, aswell as afood tent, indoor
cafeterias, and an outdoor Garden Café (serving adult beverages) are open daily. No pets are permitted on

the fairgrounds or left in carsin the parking lots.
